DAY 4:

Take a private discovery tour of the amazing city of Lille, European capital of Culture. A local guide will show
you the treasures of this old city... the Citadelle park and fortress, a beautiful example of 17th century military
architecture, designed by Vauban; the Vieille Bourse, a reminder of the Spanish occupation of the region as
well as the marriage of the French and Flemish cultures; the Grand Place, focal point of life in Lille; the Porte
de Paris; and also the rue de la Monnaie where coins were minted so many years ago. Then, experience a new
sensation for your palate and enjoy a beer tasting in the kingdom of beer, where you can find more than 200 dif-
ferent local flavors. Overnight at the Hotel I’Hermitage Gantois.
